The Law of Language

The Laws of Language

Pronunciation Notes

Clearly a video, complete with sound and simple explanation would be far better to explain the following, especially when dealing with this subject. However, I will try to make this as simple as possible in writing, so please bare with me.

A- Pronounced as “da” without the D, or as the musical “LA” without the L.

Â-  Pronounced as “lament” without the “l–ment” Example, “lâment”

B- Pronounced as an B without the “ee” 

C- Pronounced as an “Car” without the “ar”

D- Pronounced as an “David” without the “avid”

E- Pronounced as an “where” without the “wh-re”

È-  Pronounced as an “bat” without the “”b-t” Example: bèt

F- Pronounced as an “Find” without the “ind” Example: Find=Faind

G- Pronounced as an “Go” without the “o” Example: Giant=Giaent

H- Pronounced as an “Hi” without the “ai” soind. Example: Hi=Hai

I- [image: image5.emf]Pronounced as an “Chicago” without the “Ch-cago” Example: Bee=Bii

Î-   Pronounced as an Example: Existence=

J- This letter is already neutral and therefore cannot be mispronounced.

K- This letter is redundant with C, so it is no longer needed.

L- Pronounced as is currently used. It is Neutral and impossible to mispronounce.

M- Same as L

N- Same as M. Nouns cannot be mispronounced.

O- Pronounced as an “No” without the “N” 

Ô- Pronounced as an “Boss” without the B-ss Example Boss=bôs

P- Neutral/Noun, same as N.

Q- Redundant, and worthless. No longer needed.

R- Noun. See P.

S- Pronounced as an “Sister” Example: Sister=Sîstâr

Pronounced as an “Shy” without the “y” Example: Shy= ai

T- Pronounced as an “Tan” without the “an”

Pronounced as an “Pizza” Example Pizza=Pi  a

U- Pronounced as an “Doom” without the “D—m” Example: Doom=Dum

V- Pronounced as an “Volvo” without the “ol-o”

W- Redundant with U. No longer needed.

X- Pronounced as an “Excuse” without the “E-cuse” Example: Excuse=Excius

Y- No longer needed. It is redundant with I. Example: Yes=Iès

Z- Pronounced as is currently used, but not as an “Pizza” Example, Pizza=Pi  a

The Meaning of Words
